LAUSD schools terrorized by shootings

On Jan. 18, Gardena High School, lo-
cated south of downtown L.A., was the site 
of a school shooting. 

Two students were severely injured 
with gunshot wounds. Police officers con-
clude that it is possible the shooting was a 
terrible accident. 

A 17-year-old sophomore dropped 
his backpack containing a loaded gun that 
went off, hitting two students. On Jan. 20, 
he was charged with two counts of bring-
ing a gun on campus. The LAPD said he 
will not face charges for assault with a 
deadly weapon.

The two students who were shot in 
the Gardena High School shooting were in 
critical condition. One student still remains 

in critical condition. The first student, a 
15-year-old girl, was shot in the head, while 
the second student, a 15-year-old boy, was 
shot in the neck with the same bullet.  The 
incident occurred in the school’s hallway 
when the gun in the sophomore’s backpack 
went off accidentally. The school went into 
lockdown and heavily armed police were 
sent looking for the shooter and arrested 
the sophomore. It was reported that the 
shooting took place around 10:40 a.m.

Also on January 19, 2011, near Bell 
High School, a 16 year old male student 
at Bell High School was shot. A witness 
states that the student was shot by someone 
in a black truck. It was reported that the 
shooting was a drive-by shooting. 

The student was immediately taken 
to the trauma unit at St. Francis Medical 
Center in Lynwood. His condition was un-
known at first, although he is expected to 
survive the shooting.
