One question that is frequently asked
by the students who donate is: How much
do we give? It’s only a pint of blood to save
three lives. Of course, as with everything
there are requirements to donating: you
have to weigh at least 110 pounds, you
must be feeling well the day before and on
the day of the blood drive, any recent sur-
geries have to be healed, and you have had
to have no recent tattoos or piercings and
the minimum age is 17. To donate, if you
are 16 you have to have the parent/guard-
ian consents form filled out and turned in
the day of the blood drive.

After every successful blood drive
Glendale High ends up donating at least

170-210 pints of blood. Around 200 stu-
dents donate every time there’s a blood
drive.

At GHS the blood drive means more
than just giving blood, it means saving
lives and giving people hope. Kristineh
Zadourian, a junior, said, “It’s scary think-
ing about it, but it’s worth it knowing I’m
going to save a life.” Andrea Asatourian,
a senior, agrees and said, “It’s definitely

worth it.”

Being afraid should not stop you from
donating. Many people donate because
they’ve seen or experienced situations in
which blood was needed, or some just do
it out of kindness. Whatever your reason
is, ASB encourages you to give back, and
reminds us that UCLA will be back for two
more rounds of donating in February and
May.

ACLU sues Glendale school district

Isitall right to get your rights violated
in the U.S.? Is it all right to get them vio-
lated at school? At Hoover High School
student rights may have been violated on
Sept. 24, 2010.

According to newspaper accounts, a
group of about 50 students that just hap-
pened to be Hispanic were allegedly round-
ed up at school at lunch a year ago and put
into two classrooms. The plan was appar-
ently to interrogate them for any informa-
tion and take mug shots of them. All these
Hispanic students were targeted without
any information of them breaking laws or
school rules. The ACLU (American Civil
Liberties Union) stepped in to protect the
students rights and is now suing the City of
Glendale and the County of Los Angeles
and individual officers from the Glendale

Police Department (GPD), the Los Angeles
Police Department (LAPD), the Los Ange-
les County Probation Department, and ad-
ministrators at Hoover High School.

David Sapp, a staff attorney at the
ACLU, said, “The police officers, school
officials, and probation officers involved in
this round up targeted these students solely
because they are Latino.” All students were
detained for at least 30 minutes some up
to 90 minutes. When some students tried
to leave because they knew that they have
done nothing wrong, the officers allegedly
ordered them to “sit down and shut up.”

After the incident the parents of the
targeted students met with GUSD (Glen-
dale Unified School District) for an apol-
ogy but they refused. The lawsuit was filed
in U.S. District Court for the Central Dis-
trict of California and asks that the court
order the defendants to destroy any infor-
mation that was collected.
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Tony Salinas was one of nearly 500
students who hit the dance floor at
the annual Bewitched Dance on
Oct. 28.

She has taught me several lessons in
life, and has helped me truly appreciate
those who are close to my heart. She has
taught me that the happiness of your life
depends on the quality of your thoughts.

Ibrahim Belou, P.E. teacher at GHS,
has grown close to Elizabeth and her fam-
ily. He is constantly visiting Elizabeth and
has made an obvious impact on her life,
I’m sure both ways after hearing Belou’s
words- “Elizabeth’s story has made such
an impact on our school that even students
and faculty who haven’t met her can’t help
but try to get involved somehow. With her
never-ending smile, she is truly one of a
kind and sees the positivity in life, regard-
less of her situation. We can all learn a lot
from her.”

Elizabeth, these are my personal
words to you- Thank you for opening my
eyes and helping me truthfully see the
beauty in life, | can see that you have lived
your life at its fullest potential, and have
fought for your dreams.
